Instruction how to use ID programme

1. Starting the programme
The programme has been written in C# language and Microsoft .NET Framework 3.5. In order to start programme we have to install Microsoft .NET Framework. It can be downloaded from

2. Preparing the data

Before beginning of the work in the programme, you should prepare the entering data in text file maintaining exactly the file format presented below. Each format change will stop loading the file and no results will be obtained.

File format

	Competition, class (the line can be empty)

	Number of judges in the class

	Names of judges or B,M,C,H,E places

	Number of movements in the class (collective or artistic marks, in that)

	Coefficients for all movements according to the dressage test

	Number of competitors in the class


Marks awarded by the judges for successive competitors should be entered in the following lines. There is the name of a rider or a horse in the first line and the marks awarded by consecutive judges for consecutive movements in next lines. The data entered in one line should be separated with commas. In case of half marks, the point is used before decimal places. This is important since most of spreadsheets use the comma instead of the point.

3. Saving ID results

The ID results obtained for a particular class are saved in a file in HTML format. They can be imported by each spreadsheet (e.g. Excel). When you save the results you choose path where results should be saved. If such a file already exists, the old one will be overwritten. 

4. Tab pages

After loading the file, the results appear at the right side.
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The first tab page shows the marks obtained by a competitor. 

The second tab page shows the ranks obtained by a competitor.

The third tab page shows the Indexes of Disagreement

The fourth tab page shows the mean IDs and standard deviation of the mean for particular judges calculated on the basis of single IDs in successive movements.
