Aim of the modules

The overall goal is teaching and providing training for students in regard to keep supervision on animal house and experimental protocol, handling and sampling of laboratory animals, diagnosis, treatment and prevention of diseases of laboratory animals.

Course contents 

Classes (15 hours)

1. All aspects of ethics and legislation in regard to use, performing and interpretation 
of experiments on laboratory animals.  
2. Monitoring of health status of laboratory animals.  
3. Methods of laboratory animals breeding (gnotobiotic- germ-free, monobionts, dibionts, polybionts, SPF, conventional animals- CV1 and CV). 
4. Principles of husbandry and attention on macro- and microenvironment. 
5. General aspects of handling of each species of laboratory animals, physical examination.
6. Principles of drug administration in laboratory animals.  
7. Techniques employed to blood sampling and to collect biological samples, administration by tube. 
8. Techniques of anaesthesia and analgesia (methods and drugs). 
9. Chemical and physical methods of euthanasia. 
10. Bacterial, viral, parasitical, neoplastic, and metabolic diseases of laboratory animals.
