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Chapter I

Preliminary arrangements

1. The organizer of the International Symposium of Student Scientific Clubs, hereinafter referred to as the "Symposium", is: the Rector's Plenipotentiary for Scientific Circles, the Department of Organization and Course of Studies, the University Council of the Student Government.

3. The co-organizers of the Symposium are Scientific Societies: Polish Society of Zoologists, Polish Society of Food Technologists, Lublin Branch; Polish Society of Horticultural Sciences, Lublin Branch; Polish Society of Veterinary Sciences, Lublin Branch; Polish Zootechnical Society, Lublin Circle; Polish Agronomic Society, Lublin Branch; Polish Society of Agricultural Engineering, Lublin Branch.

3. The symposium will be held at the University of Life Sciences in Lublin on April 18, 2024.

4. The symposium will be held in a hybrid form.

5. If fewer than 10 paper presentations are submitted, the Organizers may decide to conduct the session online.
Chapter II

Organization and course of the Symposium

1. Two sessions will be held as part of the Symposium: papers (in Polish and English) and poster sessions (in Polish and English). Scientific papers at the Symposium will be presented in seven Sections covering the following thematic blocks:

I. Section of Agrobioengineering

Thematic blocks: bioengineering, economics and agribusiness, spatial management, forestry, environmental protection and engineering, plant production and commodity science, tourism and recreation, and other related topics.

II. Veterinary Medicine Section

Thematic blocks: veterinary medicine and other related.

III. Section of Animal Sciences and Bioeconomy

Thematic blocks: animal science, animal behaviour, occupational health and safety, bioeconomy, other related topics.

IV. Section of Horticulture and Landscape Architecture

Thematic blocks: horticultural production, botany and plant physiology, plant protection, vegetable growing and herbalism, landscape architecture, other related topics.

V. Production Engineering Section

Thematic blocks: management and marketing, logistics, transport and forwarding, production engineering, environmental engineering and ecology, other related.

VI. Section of Food Sciences and Biotechnology

Thematic blocks: food technology and culinary art, food biotechnology, food chemistry and biochemistry, food microbiology, human nutrition, other related.

VII. Environmental Biology Section

Thematic blocks: biology, environmental protection, nature conservation, biocosmetology

2. The Organizer appoints Section tutors responsible for the Symposium in a given Section.

3. Scientific papers presented at the Symposium in a given Section may be presented: together in a general block or separately in a thematic block. The Organizers decide about the assignment of a given work to a Section or a Section and a block (based on the indications of the author(s) and the content of the abstract).

4. Presentation time for papers and posters is maximum 10 minutes.

5. Rules for the preparation of scientific papers

a) the summary should be prepared only according to the attached form (Appendix 1), the summary should be sent by February 22, 2024.
b) a monograph chapter should be prepared only in accordance with the attached editorial requirements (Annex 2), monograph chapters are subject to the review process, a monograph chapter should be sent by March 21, 2024.
6. Poster preparation and presentation rules:

Technical requirements for the poster:

- standard size A1 format, i.e. 59.4 cm wide and 84.1 cm high,

- horizontal orientation.

The poster should contain: the name and surname of the author/authors of the thesis, the title of the thesis, the name of the student scientific club or student scientific club and section, the name of the university, the purpose of the work, research material and methods, results, summary or conclusions. The poster saved in the _.pdf format, not exceeding 6 MB, should be sent by March 21, 2024. 
Posters submitted after the above-mentioned date will not be presented during the Symposium.

Presentation of the poster takes place only in multimedia form. The posters will be posted on the 5th MSSKN website.

7. The organizer has the right to refuse to accept an abstract, a chapter of a monograph, or a poster not prepared in accordance with the editorial requirements.

8. The organizer has the right to refuse to accept the proposed topic of the abstract, chapter of the monograph, if it does not fit in to the designated thematic blocks.

9. The organizer will post the Symposium schedule on the event website by April 11, 2024, but has the right to make changes to it, even on the day of the event.

10. The organizer is not responsible for technical organizational problems resulting from reasons beyond his control.

11. The participant undertakes to comply with the regulations and organizational and technical instructions of the organizer.

Chapter III

Rules of participation and evaluation of work

1. The participants of the Symposium are students of domestic and foreign universities.

2. Speakers at the Symposium may only be students of higher education (first and second cycle as well as uniform master's studies).

3. One participant of the Symposium may present a maximum of two reports (paper and/or poster).

4. A paper or poster may be presented by a maximum of 2 co-authors of a given paper.

Selected persons should be indicated in the thesis summary by underlining heir name and surname (summary template - form).

5. Each Scientific Circle or Section of the Scientific Circle may submit a maximum of 5 (five) reports.

6. The presented works (papers and posters) are evaluated by the Competition Commissions appointed by the Organizers.

7. An employee who is a scientific supervisor of a Student Research Club or a Section of a Scientific Circle cannot be a member of the Competition Committee in the sessions of the Section in which the members of the circle/section participate.

8. The rules for evaluating scientific papers presented as papers and posters are developed by the Competition Committees.

9. The three best papers in each paper/poster session receive the following: 1st place, 2nd place, 3rd place respectively. The Competition Committees may also award three distinctions in each session:

- distinction for the best presented paper,

- distinction for the best prepared work,

- distinction for the most interesting topic.

Distinctions may be awarded separately (no more than three) or combined (two or one).

The results of the works of the Competition Committees will be announced at the end of the Symposium.

Chapter IV

Conditions for submitting participants and scientific papers

1. The condition for applying for participation in the Symposium is the correct completion of the registration form available on the website http://www.up.lublin.pl/skn-konferencja and consent to the processing of personal data for the purposes necessary to conduct the Symposium. Personal data is not transferred to any other data controller. Registration of participants lasts until February 22, 2024.
2. The application form for participation and paper or poster should be completed only in electronic form available at http://www.up.lublin.pl/skn-konferencja

The form will be active until February 22, 2024, 23:59.

3. Abstracts are submitted by the first author. The abstract should be sent in electronic form to the following address: msskn@up.lublin.pl, by February 22, 2024. In the title of the e-mail, please enter: Summary of MSSKN, serial number of one of the seven Scientific Sections, form of presentation, i.e. paper/poster (e.g. Summary_MSSKN_II_referat). The file name should include: surname of the first author, first letter of the name, event (MSSKN), serial number of one of the seven Scientific Sections of the Symposium and the form of presentation to which the abstract is addressed, e.g. Kowalski_J_MSSKN_II_referat.
4. The poster is sent by the first author. The poster should be sent in electronic form to the following address: msskn@up.lublin.pl, by March 21, 2024. The title of the e-mail should include: MSSKN Poster, the serial number of one of the seven Scientific Sections (e.g. Poster_MSSKN_II_referat). The file name should include: surname, first letter of the name, event (MSSKN), the corresponding number of one of the seven Scientific Sections of the Symposium and the form of the presentation, e.g. Kowalski_J_MSSKN_II_poster.
5. It is mandatory to read Annex 3 regarding the GDPR and confirm it with your own signature. A scan of the signed document should be sent in one file together with the abstract of the thesis by February 22, 2024 to the following e-mail address: msskn@up.lublin.pl. The file name should include: Attachment 3, Surname and the first letter of the name and the abbreviation of the event (MSSKN), e.g. Attachment 3_Kowalski_J_MSSKN
6. The chapter of the monograph is sent by the corresponding author. A chapter of the monograph along with the statements of the author and scientific supervisor of the monograph (Annexes 2a and 2b) should be sent in electronic form to the following address: msskn@up.lublin.pl by March 21, 2024. In the title of the e-mail, please enter: monograph, summary of the event ( MSSKN), the corresponding number of one of the five monographs (e.g. monograph_MSSKN_II). The name of the file with the chapter should include: chapter, surname, first letter of the name, event (MSSKN), the corresponding number of one of the five scientific monographs e.g. chapter _Kowalski_J_MSSKN_II.

I. Selected issues of animal production

II. Selected issues in the field of environmental protection and threats

III. Selected issues in the field of production of raw materials, food and cosmetics

IV. Selected issues in the field of agriculture

V. Selected issues in the field of bromatology

The organizers reserve the right to change the assign mentor to reject a given chapter fit does not meet the thematic requirements of the monograph.

For each of the chapters of the monograph, the Author/Authors submit a proposal from two Reviewers from outside the Author/Authors' Parent Unit (Appendix_2_Requirements_for authors_of_the_chapter_w_monografia).

7. Works submitted after the deadline will not be accepted.

Chapter V

Confirmation of participation in the Symposium

1. The person/s (maximum two people) presenting (paper, poster) will receive a certificate.

If the participant does not personally collect the certificate from the Organizers, it will be sent to the address of the secretary office of the student's home university.

Certificates for participants from the University of Life Sciences in Lublin will be forwarded to the Coordinators of individual Sections.

The organizers allow a maximum of two people to present one work. Selected persons should be indicated in the abstract of the thesis by underlining the name and surname. A prerequisite for obtaining a certificate is the registration of speakers through the application form.

Chapter VI

Participation fees

1. The fee for participation in the Symposium is PLN 50.

If a participant declares their willingness to publish a chapter in a monograph, the conference fee is PLN 345 (PLN 50 basic fee + PLN 295 fee for a chapter in a monograph). The fee for each subsequent chapter is PLN 295.

Students of the University of Life Sciences in Lublin do not pay fees.

3. The participation fee (PLN 50) includes:

- printing of the abstract in the book of abstracts,

- certificate confirming the presentation of the paper, poster presentation.

4. A scan of the proof of payment (file name: wplata_surname_ MSSKN) together with a summary and Appendix 3 should be sent by e-mail to the following e-mail address: msskn@up.lublin.pl by February 22, 2024.
5. Lack of payment within the deadline indicated in point 2 means resignation from participation in the Symposium and failure to include the abstract in the book of abstracts.

6. Invoices for participation in the Symposium will be issued at the request of the participant and sent to the address provided by him.

7. If the fee is not paid or the name of the person presenting or presenting the poster at the Symposium is not indicated in the application, the Organizers have the right to refuse to issue a certificate confirming the presentation of the paper or poster presentation.

9. The participation fee is non-refundable.

Chapter VII

Final provisions

1. The Regulations have been developed by the Rector's Proxy for student scientific organizations and the Council for Scientific Organizations.

2. The Regulations have been approved by the Vice-Rector for Student Affairs and Education.

3. The Regulations come into force on January 1, 2024.
